WESTMINSTER IS THE CLOSEST UNDERGROUND STATION.
Follow the map link above for more detailed local directions.

Underground from Heathrow: Buy a one-day travel card (valid for all buses, underground & trains); take the Piccadilly line to Barons Court, change to the District line across the platform and go to Westminster. NIESR is a 5 minute walk. 

Train from Heathrow: Take the Heathrow Express to Paddington change to the Bakerloo line to Oxford Circus, then change Victoria line to Victoria, catch 507 bus to Horseferry Road followed by short walk.

From Gatwick: Train to London Victoria, catch the 507 bus to Horseferry Road followed by a short walk. 

From City Airport : Taxi to Plaistow underground. District line to Westminster.

From Waterloo Station: take 507 bus to Horseferry Road, the first stop after crossing the river via Lambeth Bridge. To find the bus stop at Waterloo, exit the concourse between WH Smiths and Costa Coffee. Alternatively it is a 20 minute walk along the Thames Path and over Westminster or Lambeth Bridge.

From Victoria Station: take 507 bus to Horseferry Road. Alternatively it is a 20 minute walk down Victoria Road.
