In the table on time used on domestic work (table 8) there seemed to be some problem with Danish data (to be checked by Terkel Christiansen).

It was decided that instead of 5 working papers from each participating institute, these institutes would just prepare a compilation of the templates provided to ETLA for the calculations in WP3. The calculations for all countries will be done by ETLA, who will also summarise the results for all of them.

In WP3, net replacement rates will be calculated, introducing the value of domestic work. It was noted that these net replacement rates should also include the value of leisure time. FPB also noted that time for domestic work might not have any influence on the retirement decision in certain countries, like in Belgium, where most people manage to do their domestic work themselves while working, and those who pay someone else to do it, will continue doing so after retirement.
